By making the right litter Litter Box placement:
box choices now, you can
help your cat make the Location, Location,
right choices, too! Location...

Don't place boxes in a noisy area, such as
next to a furnace, or noisy laundry
machines.

Don't put litter boxes in areas where dogs
or children can interrupt or bother the
cat who is trying to use them.

Don't put litter boxes in high traffic areas.

Put litter boxes in different areas, and
different floor levels to discourage
territorial blocking of one cat by another
from using a litter box.

Make sure litter boxes are easily
accessible for the cat(s), and for the
person responsible for cleaning.
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What type of litter boxes
should | buy?

How many litter boxes
are needed?
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A general rule of thumb is to have one more box
than number of cats. Most cats prefer to urinate
in one box, and defecate in another. Having
extra boxes in different areas reduces territorial
blocking, i.e. preventing another cat access to the
box, as well as offering additional opportunities
for privacy.
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
